Tax Tips for your 2009 Tax Return

Jobless benefits. Unemployed workers are
allowed to exclude the first $2,400 of
unemployment benefits received in 2009.

Home buyer’s credit. If you bought your first
home in 2009, you may be able to claim a tax
credit worth 10% of the cost of the house, up to a
maximum $8,000, subject to income eligibility
rules. You are considered a first-time home buyer
if you, or you and your spouse, didn’t own a
principal residence for at least three years before
purchasing a house in 2009.

Home-energy credits. If you weatherized your
home or bought alternative-energy equipment in
2009, you may qualify for either of two expanded
home-energy credits, regardless of your income.
You may claim a credit worth 30% of the cost of
eligible home improvements on your principal
residence, up to a maximum $1,500.

Always check with your tax preparer to see if it
applies to you.

Property Tax Bonus! If you take the standard
deduction you can take up to $1,000 extra in
property taxes.
